I get bored of always eating the same thing.

acordarse to remember Me acuerdo de cuando fuimos a Alaska.
I remember when we went to Alaska.

acostarse to go to bed Me acuesto a las 10 todos los días.
I go to bed at 10 everyday.

afeitarse to shave Me afeito dos veces a la semana. 
I shave (my beard) myself twice a week.

alegrarse to be happy about Me alegro de que aprobaras el examen. 
I'm happy about you passing the exam.

bañarse to take a shower Me baño por las noches. 
I take a shower at night.

cepillarse to brush Me cepillo los dientes durante 10 minutos.
I brush my teeth for 10 minutes.

convertirse to become Me convertí en tía. 
I became an auntie.

cuidarse to take care of yourself Me cuido mucho. 
I take care of myself.

despedirse to say goodbye Me despedí de mi familia. 
I said goodbye to my family.
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despertarse to wake up Me despierto a las 8.
I wake up at 8.

destaparse to uncover Me suelo destapar en las noches.
I usually uncover myself (take off the sheets) at night.

desvestirse to undress Me desvisto antes de ducharme.
I get undressed before I shower.

disgustarse to get upset Me disgusté con mi hermana.
I got upset with my sister.

distraerse to distract yourself
Me distraje hablando con mis concompañeros.

divertirse to enjoy Me divierto jugando al fútbol. 
I enjoy playing soccer.

dormirse to fall asleep Me duermo fácilmente en el coche.
I fall asleep easily in the car.

ducharse to shower Me ducho muy rápidamente. 
I shower very quickly.

enfermarse to get sick Me enfermé en el viaje. 
I got sick on the trip.

enloquecerse to go mad/crazy Me enloquecí con sus comentarios. 
I went crazy with his comments.
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enojarse to get mad Me enojé con él. 
I got mad at him.

irse to leave Me voy mañana. 
I leave tomorrow.

limarse to file Me limo las uñas. 
I file my nails.

levantarse to wake up Me levanto muy pronto los fines de semana. 
I wake up early on the weekends.

maquillarse to put on makeup Me maquillo todas las mañanas.
I always do my makeup in the mornings.

mirarse to look at yourself Me miro al espejo. 
I look at myself in the mirror.

olvidarse to forget about Me olvido siempre de cerrar la puerta. 
I always forget about closing the door.

peinarse to brush your hair Odio peinarme. 
I hate brushing my hair.

pintarse to put on makeup Me pinto los labios de rojo. 
I put on red lipstick.

prepararse to get ready / to prepare Me preparo todas las mañanas antes de salir al trabajo.
I get ready every morning before leaving for work.
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probarse to try on Me tengo que probar la ropa que me he comprado. 
I need to try on the clothes I bought.

ponerse to put on Tengo frío, me voy a poner la chaqueta. 
I'm cold, I'm going to put on my jacket.

quedarse to stay/remain Se quedó dormido en el sofá. 
He fell asleep on the couch.

quitarse to take off En casa, tienes que quitarte los zapatos.
At home, you need to take your shoes off.

secarse to dry off Me tengo que secar el pelo. 
I need to dry my hair off.

sentarse to sit down En clase todos nos sentamos en el mismo lugar. 
In class, we always sit down on the same spots.

subirse to get on Me subo al bus a las 9 todas las mañanas. 
I get on the bus at 9 am every morning.

taparse to cover oneself Se tapó porque tenía frío. 
He covered himself because he was cold.

torcerse to twist Me torcí el tobillo. 
I twisted my ankle.

vestirse to get dressed Siempre se viste muy elegante. 
She always gets dressed in a very fashionable way.

volverse to become Se volvió un buen profesor. 
He became a very good teacher.
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
