Because when you have both reflexives and direct object pronouns,
the reflexive pronoun (people) will go before the direct object (thing).

Marcela will go to the movies with some friends. = Marcela ira al cine con algunos amigos.
Because prepositional phrases normally go at the end of the sentence.
We like to drink hot coffee. » (A nosotros) nos gusta tomar café caliente.
Because descriptive adjectives normally go after the noun.
With verbs like “gustar,” an indirect object pronoun is necessary before the verb.
Notice that A nosotros is optional, but can be included for emphasis.

No one is going to the party tomorrow. + Nadie ira/va a ir a la fiesta mafiana.

Remember that indefinite pronouns can move around.
In this case, nadie is the subject, so it goes at the beginning of the sentence.

On Tuesdays, she buys my lunch. =+ On Tuesdays, she buys it for me. » Los martes ella me lo compra.
In this sentence we begin with “Los martes” because we are emphasizing when the action is happening.
The direct and indirect object pronouns are in the order of “people before things,” because that’s the rule
when both are present!

| don’t know who the boys playing soccer are. = Yo no sé quiénes son los chicos jugando futbol.

Because in indirect questions the verb is placed after the question word.

Carla never goes to the mall without her credit card. » Carla nunca va al centro comercial sin su tarjeta de crédito.

Because negatives always go before the conjugated verb.
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Ella se lo tiene que cocinar a su hijo.
¢Tienes un boligrafo azul?
No veo a los nifos en el parque, ¢y tu?

Los estudiantes de espariol se preparan para tomar su examen final. / Los estudiantes se preparan
para tomar su examen final de espafriol.

Mi hermana no tiene ninguna mascota.
