Just like English, Spanish uses capital letters at the beginning of sentences and with proper nouns (names,
countries, specific places, etc.) However, there are a few rules that differ from English when it comes to
using capital letters in Spanish. The most important thing you should know is that capital letters in
Spanish are used less than in English. These rules will help you improve your writing in Spanish.

Capital Letters

Spanish does not use capital letters: Examples

Me gusta el estilo californiano. Es muy relajado.

Adjectives derived from proper nouns | like the Californian style. It's very relaxed.

Tengo clases de lunes a viernes.
